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INTRODUCTION
The Site and Description of the Locality

The proposed development area is located approximately 900m to the north of Blisworth,
Northamptonshire and 100m along a concrete access track to the west of Northampton
Road. The national grid reference is SP72725428. The site measures approximately
61m x 49m at its widest, reducing to 61m X 45m at its narrowest eastern end. It will be
constructed on a former sewage works, which is currently unoccupied.

The site is set on an enclosed flat area of land
which is bounded immediately to the south by a
grey metallic palisade fence. A high railway
embankment rises steeply beyond the fence.
This is covered in large trees, some oak and
horse chestnut but predominantly ash.

Small open pasture fields can be found to the north, east, south and west with a busy
working railway line immediately adjacent to the southern perimeter. No hedgerows
abound the site itself but there are high well established hedgerows surrounding the
adjacent fields

The development site is flat with compacted soil/hard standing areas which have been
flattened during previous workings as a sewage works. There is little vegetation apart
from some ephemeral growth to the perimeter of the plot and around the building. Rabbits
and the infertile nature of the ground have kept vegetation to a minimum. There is one
prefabricated building on the site with concrete sheeted walls as shown in the photograph
above. Large trees can be seen in the background of the photograph along the western
and southern boundaries.

The Proposed Development

The development will be accessed off an existing 100m long concrete access track from
Northampton Road.
